About the Program...

The Before School RISE Program will be held from 7:00-9:00 a.m. at the Osgood School for students K-5.
Breakfast is not provided but students are welcome to eat breakfast when they first arrive. During the morn-

ing program, children may participate in a number of structured activities that include sports, academic sup-
port, construction, mind puzzlers, arts, and outside play. At 8:14 a.m. children in grades 3-5 will walk to the
Deer Hill School with adult supervision. At 9:00 a.m. the Osgood students will be dismissed to walk to their
classrooms.

The After School RISE Program will be housed at the Deer Hill School. The After School Program is divid-
ed into two groups, grades K-2 and 3-6. Dividing the program allows for smaller groups and more age-

appropriate programming. We understand that children in the afternoon program are participating in an ex-
tended day. Therefore, a nutritious snack is served. The After School Program runs until 6 p.m. on school
days including early release days.

Structur e..

The RISE Program is divided into two basic parts: during the first part, the participants are provided a nutri-
tious snack and will have a set time to work on and receive basic assistance with homework assignments. The
remaining time is spent on enrichment activities. Students will be participating in a wide variety of activities
(including but not limited to) — cooking, arts, special guests, outdoor games, sports, team building challenges,
history, music, computers, dance, and natural sciences. The activities for these themes will be planned ac-
cording to State and National standards.

We hope that a program of this nature will help focus the interests and energy of students in a positive and
productive fashion. Our goal is to support the academic and social efforts of the Osgood and Deer Hill
Schools and enrich students’ experiences.

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THE RISE PROGRAM (BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL)

Welcome! The RISE Program is a self-supporting profit program that provides quality care for Cohasset students in a safe and nur-
turing environment. The program is open to any Cohasset resident with children in grades k-5. Registration will be accepted
throughout the year. Children must be registered before attending.

The goal of the RISE program is to help each child develop a positive sense of self-worth, by providing a safe and secure atmos-
phere rich with opportunities for social, emotional, physical, and cognitive growth. We are committed to working with the parents
and school district, always focusing on what is best for the children.

SCHEDULE AND HOURS OF OPERATION
The Before School Program is open daily from 7:00 a.m-9:00 a.m. at the Osgood School. The After School program starts at 2:30
p.m. (Deer Hill) and 3:00 p.m. (Osgood) and runs till 6:00 P.M. at the Deer Hill School.

BEFORE SCHOOL PROGRAM

Children who are registered for the Before School Program may be dropped off at the Osgood School any time after 7:00 a.m. Stu-
dents may bring a peanut-free breakfast if they wish. We do not provide breakfast. Please be sure to walk your child inside and
check in with staff before leaving. During the morning program, children may participate in a number of activities including art,
crafts, outdoor play, gym, board games, and construction projects. At 8:15 a.m. students will walk to the Deer Hill School with an
adult. At 9:15 a.m. Osgood students will be dismissed to their classrooms.

AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM

The After School Program is housed in room #145 at the Deer Hill School and the phone number there is 781-383-2491. Students at
the Deer Hill are expected to come to the room promptly after dismissal. Once attendance is taken, students may attend after school
activities such as Art club, Math club, or Scouting clubs. Students are served a nutritious snack and have a short period of time to
relax and talk to friends before the homework period begins.

The homework period is a quiet student time, held in the school library from 3:00 p.m.-4:00 p.m. Students will check in with staff
and honor the need of other students for a quiet working environment. This period is intended as a study and not a one on one tutor-
ing service. Staff will attend to student’s need as best as possible.

Osgood Students will be met by a staff member at dismissal in the PE room at 3:10 p.m. Students should go directly to the PE room
for attendance. After checking in, students will walk to the Deer Hill School or be transported by bus. Upon arrival to room #145, a
nutritious snack will be provided for students. Osgood students with homework will attend the study period, while other students
may enjoy and indoor play time.

Afternoon activities for the RISE program revolve around a monthly theme. We strive to expand and explore student’s interests and
take pride in making learning fun. Children are encourages to explore and develop new friendships. Children become actively in-
volved through creative play. Arts and crafts, cooking, computer use, gym time, outside play, and more enrich every child’s day.

FAMILY COMMUNICATION AND PARTICIPATION
Information for parents is displayed outside room #145. Please check this area daily for notices and upcoming activities. Notices
will also be sent home with students.

great source for viewing projects and activities.

If there is any information we should know about your child related to learning needs, allergies, medications, or household changes,
please notify the director, who will with your permission, inform the appropriate staff. All information will be kept in the strictest
confidence.

Please note that parents are responsible for sending a note to their child’s classroom teacher, stating which days he/she will be at-
tending the program. Parents are also responsible for notifying the Recreation Department if their child will be absent, or attending

an alternative activity.

PLEASE NOTE: Children who are not registered will not be allowed to attend the program. The Recreation Department must be

notified of any schedule changes. In addition, notification must be sent 24 hours in advance of drop-in attendant.

Parents and other family members are always welcome and invited to share with students, special talents, recipes, stories, or special
projects.

PICK -UP

For safety reasons, children must be signed out by the parent/guardian or designated adult. In addition, please make sure that a staff
member knows you are leaving with your child. The release form for pick-up lists only individuals who may take your child. This
list strictly enforced. It is the parent/guardian’s responsibility to inform the Recreation Department if someone not listed will be
picking up your child, please notify us. We will not release your child without obtaining permission from you. The After-School
Program ends promptly at 6:00 p.m. We understand that traffic and weather can be a factor in your travel time. Please plan ahead
and contact and appropriate alternative to pick-up if you will be late.

ATTENDANCE AND ABSENCES

If your child will be absent from the program on the day that he/she is scheduled to attend, parents must notify both the school of-
fice and the Recreation Department. We take attendance as soon as the children arrive, and expect that they will be present on
scheduled days unless we hear otherwise. Contact the Recreation Department at 781-383-4109, or recreation@townofcohasset.org.
Notification MUST be sent before 2:00 p.m. Thank you for your cooperation ensuring the student’s safety.

TUITION

Tuition for each school year is broken down into 10 equal monthly payments, due the first of the month. (You will not receive a
bill.) Please refer to the school calendar or the list of school holidays and professional days before planning your child’s schedule
for the year. We are unable to refund tuition or allow days to be made up that are missed to holidays, vacations, inclement weather,
or illness.

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VACATIONS

The RISE program continues during the February and April vacations from 7:00 a.m. — 6:00 p.m., Tuesday — Friday. A notice will
go home about a month before vacation with the fee schedule and activity agenda. We are not open during the December Holiday
Break.

EXTENDED DAY SUMMER PROGRAM

Our summer program emphasizes fun! This week 7-week summer program runs in conjunction with the Cohasset Recreation Pro-
gram, and provides quality childcare before and after. A notice will go home about a month before vacation with the fee schedule
and activity agenda.

DELAYED OPENINGS, CANCELLATIONS, AND EMERGENCY DISMISSALS

If the opening of the school is delayed due to inclement weather, the Before School Program will be delayed the same amount of
time. Example: School opening is delayed two hours. Instead of opening at 7:00 a.m., we will open at 9:00 a.m.

If the school is cancelled, the RISE Program will not be open. Please listen to the radio, local T.V. forecasts, and use a weather
website to keep track of the latest cancellations and delays.

HEALTH CARE POLICY

If a child is ill, or becomes ill while attending the program, we will make every effort to contact you. If we are unsuccessful in
locating you, one of your emergency contacts will be called and will be asked to pick-up the child as soon as possible. Children
need to be free of fever or contagious conditions 24 hours before returning to school.

ACCIDENTS AND EMERGENCIES

If a minor accident occurs while your child is in the program, a teacher will administer first aid and notify parents.

If your child requires medical attention you will be contacted immediately. If you cannot be reached, an emergency contact with
be called.

In an emergency requiring immediate medical attention, a staff member will activate local EMS and go with the child to the near-
est hospital. All accidents will be reported to the Recreation Department, building Principal, and Superintendent of Schools.

MEDICATION

and After School Programs.
